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Whew! What a week. We knew it was going to be
awesome when things started going wrong before the
warriors arrived. Two of our trainees who have
become stalwart helpers were robbed. Their
automobile windows were knocked out and precious
heirlooms were stolen the night before session started.
One would think that we would be accustomed to this
stuff by now. | don't want to overstate the religious
aspect but it does seem that every time we are going to
have a fantastic encounter with our warriors, that if
something can go wrong, it will. But | must tell you,
when these things occur, it has no effect on our staff
other than to light us up and make us work a little
harder because we realize the best is yet to come.
And indeed, the best did come. We had a phenomenal
session with the warriors from Fort Carson.

However, during the four wheeler ride on Friday, one of
our warriors was injured. Not knowing her condition,
and to ensure her safety, we had her carried by
ambulance to a hospital. Thankfully, she was not
seriously injured and released that night. The incident
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only confirmed that something good was happening in
the hearts of the warriors.

In my many years of working with the military, as most
of you know, | have enjoyed a great relationship with
many of our top generals, including the now Army Chief
of Staff, General Raymond Odeirno. In fact, | was
“downrange” in Iraq several years ago working with,
then, LG Odeirno and his aid, MG Anderson, who is
now Commanding at Fort Carson, CO. Fort Carson is
where the Warrior Transition Battalion is based that
sends wounded warriors to Eagles Summit Ranch
Colorado on almost a monthly basis. Hundreds of
warriors have come to us from that installation.
MG Anderson is one of the most outstanding
gentlemen | have ever had the privilege to know. He
not only commands by leadership through example, but
makes his friendship available without compromising
his authority. MG Anderson has become my friend.
Words cannot express my appreciation to a man of
such great authority who has made himself a friend to
so many at Eagles Summit, the town of Westcliffe, and
the counties of Fremont and Custer in Colorado.
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
