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Dear Friends and Family,

Greetings from Denver! We find ourselves finally catching our breath after a very busy
but fruitful summer of ministry. Thank you for your ongoing prayers! Sometimes we
are literally "all over the map" and are so aware of the grace of God, His strength and
encouragement, extended toward us.

HUNTINGTON BEACH OUTREACH:

One hundred and twenty of our staff and students piled into cars and vans to make the
one thousand plus mile trip to the west coast the beginning of August. We met up with
another hundred or so YWAMers from Kona, Hawaii in a joint two week outreach to
Orange County. Each day we spread out across the county, witnessing on buses, in
parks and on the beaches. At night we held meetings in a big white tent just south of
the Huntington Beach pier. We saw dozens of people come to Christ and many others
recommit their lives to Him. Our teams lived in five local churches and worked in
wonderful partnership with the ministries in the city.

PRAYER GATHERINGS:

Since last October we've been meeting with several YWAM leaders to pray for revival
in America. It began as a small trickle as eight of us gathered in Kansas City, but this
fall, one year later, over a thousand YWAMers are meeting all across the nation. The
agenda is simple, to pray for revival rain to flood down upon our spiritually dry and
barren land. Our sense is that God is about to do something significant in the near
future. He said in 2 Chronicles 7:14, "if my people, who are called by my name, will
humble themselves and pray and seek my face and turn from their wicked ways, then I
will hear from heaven, and I will forgive their sin and will heal their land". Although
God was speaking here to Solomon and the nation of Israel, and not to America or
Christians living in America, the principles of Gods character and ways remain
unchanged. We are experiencing renewed unity as we join with our YWAM family to
encourage and strengthen one another!

TRAINING SCHOOLS:

Currently we are training 115 students who joined us for DTS, Phase II and the School
of Social Justice (SS]). There is such a hunger among this generation to do something
meaningful to extend the Kingdom on earth. It is a wonderful season of growth, but
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very stretching for our staff of 85. Everyone is working multiple jobs to cover all the
ongoing logisitical needs. We continue weekly ministry across the city of Denver and
the students are preparing to depart December 17th for Liberia, Haiti, Brazil, Thailand,
Nicaragua, and Honduras!

FAMILY NEWS:

We are grateful for this unique season as all three of our kids are working alongside us
in ministry. Stephen is working with the Young People's DTS at our Eagle Rock campus
and continuing to Invest in the video department as time allows. Rachel and Andrew
are both on the Musician's DTS staff and carrying multiple responsibilities within other
departments. Jessica has served as the assistant director for the School of Social Justice
and will lead the outreach to Liberia for two months. Peter's role as SW Director has led
to increased travel to meet with leaders and he continues to minister in churches and
DTS schools around the world. And Linda juggles all the stuff in between! Of course,
our greatest joy at the moment is little Levi. At 10 months he is playful and walking
confidently, very content to be the center of attention. Yes, we are spoiling him!

Thanks again, as always, for your interest in what's been going on with our family and
ministry. As you hear more from these updates, may you continue to be encouraged by
what God is doing here and around the world. Please pray that we would continue to
pursue His will above all else.
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
